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William Harvey (1578-1657), English physician, who discovered the
circulation of the blood and the role of the heart in propelling it, thus
refuting the theories of Galen (F : REEE#RIEE B BRIRYEMEHE)and

laying the foundation for modern physiology(F : IS EXMERFMAIERY
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184%). Harvey ‘s De Motu Cordis subjected him to severe criticism by
some contemporaries(i : FFANRIFREAZIIAILIATT |, BUBEERD),
but this was more than compensated for by the later widespread

recognition of his contribution.
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
